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Workshop on Institute-Media Partnership

The insight of the Media on the issues of governance, public policies and
administrative institutions is wide and varied. Due to its closeness to ground
realities of governance and critical perception of problems and issues, the
Institute felt that the Media could help identify the priority areas for
capacity building, administrative research and evaluation. It is in this
regard that the Institute organized a Workshop on “Institute-Media
Partnership” on 17" September 2009. The other objectives of the workshop
were to develop mechanisms for collaborative relationship with the media
particularly in research and case studies and to examine scope and
methods of organizing refresher and other interactive courses for the
journalists in the region, particularly on domain knowledge of
contemporary issues of public inferest and governance.

] capacity building for effective implementation of
the policies and schemes. The state government
could also benefit from a collaborative
arrangement with the media. Sh. Kanwar Sandhu,
Former Editor, the Hindustan Times, advocated the

need to bring reforms in the judicial system and
_ insulate public administration from the interference
of politicians. Fear of denied justice makes people
seek help from the Media. For this the Institute should
prepare reform mechanism after proper study.

Tribune, suggested that the insfitute should bring
outcase studies and models for the government. He further suggested that
apart from refresher courses, orientation programmes could be
conducted for journalists, as most of the journalists do not know about the
structure or functioning of government. Adding to this, Sh. Prabhat Singh of
Dainik Bhaskar remarked that the most of the reporters do not even know
how the Panchayat works. Sh. Braj Mohan from NDTV said that there was
need to inculcate the habit of research amongst the journalists for which
certainrefresher courses could be helpful.

Sh. Prabjeet Singh of the Hindustan Times felf that the Institute could act as
conduit forright flow of information from various sectors of governance. He
suggested that the refresher course should also focus on the significance of
public relations in various organizations of government and tell them how
to disseminate information. The Public Relations Officers of various
government departments should be frained in the public relation. Smt.
Senu Duggal, Joint Director (PR), Government of Punjab emphasized
professional atftitude which could be imbibed through refresher courses
conducted by this Institute for the officers of the Public Relations
Department.

Concluding the discussions, Sh. Radhey Shyam Sharma remarked that the
Media and the government should work for the welfare of the public, and
the Institute should act as the bridge between the two for the masses. The
workshop concluded by endorsing the suggestion of Sh. Naveen Grewal
forthe Institute fo set up a “Media Partnership Centre”.
